2011 Code of Conduct

The Orange County Lawmen pride themselves on discipline, dedication and sportsmanship. We have established a Code of Conduct that will be enforced for the 2011 season. We ask for your cooperation by abiding by the following outlined below. These guidelines apply to all players both on and off the field for the 2011 season. 

General 

1. The Orange County Lawmen demand the players to respect your teammates, staff, officials, fans and property while representing the Orange County Lawmen both on and off the field at any/all team functions. Disciplinary action may include dismissal or suspension at the discretion of the Head Coach or the Executive Board. 

2. Players must meet all financial obligations in order to remain eligible on the active roster. This is at the discretion of the Executive Board. Understand that there are NO REFUNDS! 

3. All players are responsible for notifying Mike Walters of contact information changes. 

Practices

1. Practices are mandatory. All players are required to call and inform your Coach/Team Captain of any absence. Unexcused absences will affect player rotation, as attendance is taken.

2. Players are expected to be punctual. Please arrive to practice 15 minutes before scheduled start time. Please arrive to games 3 hours before designated time. Do not waste our time and we won’t waste yours.

3. No player will attend a practice or game while under the influence of alcohol or illegal drugs. You will be released from the team immediately.

Games

1. During pre-game, all players will be on the field under the direction of their team captain for warm-ups. Players must have their helmets on at all times while on the field.  

2. Playing time is at the discretion of the coaches. It is influenced by performance, attendance, attitude, and the opponents played. Any player who does not want to rotate or complains about substitution by his position coach will be suspended upon the discretion of the head coach.

3. Any player, who removes his equipment without permission before the end of a game, will be excused from the Orange County Lawman upon the discretion of the Head Coach or the Executive Board.

4. Any player ejected from a game will be suspended the next game and may be subject to additional penalties set forth by the NPSFL.
